Support spacing for cable trays must align with the manufacturer's
instructions, as outlined in NEC 392. Generally, standard trays require
supports every 6 to 10 feet, while heavy-duty, long-span trays can handle
distances of up to 20 feet between supports. The spacing between trays,
whether horizontal or vertical, depends on various factors like cable type,
environment, and tray material. Cable trays are used for supporting. Although
BS 7671 touches on the subject of cable supports, it does not detail
specifically what these support distances should be. Extra-long spans are also
used to help reduce the required number of expensive outdoor supports. In
long and extra-long span installations, the placement of splice plate locations
become much more.

The radius for cable ladder and cable tray fittings
is usually determined by the bending radius and
stiffness of the cables installed on the cable ladder
or cable tray.
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The support span is the distance of cable tray
between supports. Your cable tray length must
always be longer than or equal to the support span
you have selected.

The load capacity of the cable trays according to
the support width can be read off in the diagram
using load curves - here, shown as an example for
a cable tray with the tray widths 100 to 600 mm.
